Sample Microsoft Office Project Database

DecisionEdge Designer comes with a sample Microsoft Office Project
database with all tables and fields that can be used to create new
charts and reports. This file, SampleMSProjectDB.mdb, is installed in
the default DecisionEdge directory and a link to it is automatically
created during installation. To work with this sample database, simply
select “Sample Microsoft Office Project Database” and click OK.
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Example 3 Microsoft Office Project Temporary Database

When DecisionEdge creates a chart or report from Microsoft Office
Project, the software creates a temporary database with only the
tables and fields required for the specific chart or report. You can
connect to this database with Designer to see charts and reports
populated with data. This can be useful when troubleshooting your
charts and reports.

The default location of this temporary database is:
for Windows 2000 and XP:

C:\Documents and Settings\%username%\Local Settings\Temp
for Windows Vista:

C:\Documents and Settings\%username%\AppData\Local\Temp

Before making the connection, you should first open a Microsoft
Office Project chart or report with DecisionCharts or DecisionEdge
Suite to create the TempDB.mdb file.

Once the file exists, follow these steps:

1. Click Add OLE DB...
The Select Data Source dialog appears.

2. Select the Microsoft Jet 4.0 OLE DB Provider and click Next.
